President’s Message:
Your 3 Minutes of Fame!

Is my title a metaphor or simile?
A simile is to be like something but not a full substitute; usually uses “as” and “like.”
Example: His heart beat like a jet plane’s engine at 30,000 feet.

A metaphor is actual substitution. Example: A good book is a good meal.
A metaphor can be descriptive or emotional, but, watch out because it can lead to bad things called clichés. Example: He
is as straight as a pole.

A metaphor is an equation where a simile is an approximation.
Metaphors stimulate our conceptual system, tying words or concepts to the broader world. The reader is opened to the
feeling the writer wants, without exactly telling the reader what to imagine or feel. In other words, it's another way to
show, not tell.
Metaphors come in bad, mixed, and best. Take the following (please, take them!).
He drove down the freeway like the wind. (Bad...dead-metaphor, a cliché)
He drove down the freeway under a full head of steam. (Mixed...steam bellows)
He drove down the freeway with rocket like propulsion. (Better image for speed)

Write something new using an expressive metaphor turned from an old cliché. | am always amazed at the interesting
images that writers come up with using this exercise.

Here are a few dead-metaphor and/or phrases that I've re-worked:

Leaps and bounds. His tan long legs went airborne.

Long arm of the law. The law reached out, the head of a snake winding into his world.
Never a dull moment. Chaos constantly churned like arguments in a wind tunnel.
Music to her ears. She held tightly to his words, solace for a moment.

Below are a few hummers to re-work. I’'m going to the RW Blog on the website to post my rewrites; please join me.
Her memory was like a fly on the wall.
He was hot as a pistol.
It was raining cats and dogs.
The words repeat like a broken record.
It felt smooth as butter.

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Member in the Spotlight: Deborah Taylor-French

“Sprints to produce 2,000 words a day helped me outrun my obsessive, compulsive
editing complex. In 2010, my first NaNoWriMo, | magnetized myself to the keyboard,
shaking out 60,000 words for my Dog Leader mystery series,” states Deborah Taylor-
French. Combine the strength of a dancer/choreographer, the creativity of a writer, the
discipline of an administrator, and the energy of a community volunteer--and who could
expect less?

Describing herself as an “information omnivore” who thrives on complexity and

challenge, she currently has “two short stories simmering” and is launching her first blog,
http://dogleadermysteries.wordpress.com . Although she has written video scripts, grant ~ —Photo by Cindy A. Pavlinac
proposals, and educational materials, she was most recently published in three issues of www.CAPavlinac.com
Vintage Voices as well as the North Bay Business Journal.

When Taylor-French completed her M.A. in Dance Education at UCLA (making the Dean’s Honor List), she recalls, “I filled
journals, chronicling a turbulent struggle to make myself into a contemporary choreographer. | think writing kept me
balanced.”

In drafting, Against the Flood: A Dog Leader Mystery, the second novel in the series for readers age eight to twelve,
Taylor-French is focusing on informational threads on dog socialization and scenes that illustrate positive training
methods and dog parenting. To keep up to date she “cruises the web and the library” for the latest on canine and
human behavioral research. Putting these concepts into a fictional setting, she focuses on writing stories with metaphor
and meaning. “I love raising the stakes for my characters and myself as a writer. And | revise like crazy to sharpen
narrative drive.”

“Writing is a discipline like dance. There’s no escaping daily sweat.” She added, “Other writers have helped me sharpen
skills, especially in creating levels of reality and defining time and space in my work. Besides, it is a kick to read each
other our works in progress.” Her writers’ group has been “going strong” for more than seven years. After studying an
array of books on writing, she finds those by Peter Elbow and Donald Maass especially helpful.

Taylor-French, who has served as Redwood Writers membership chair, said, “I’'m grateful for our club’s leadership and
programs. They have boosted my learning curve and educated me on business as well as craft, while introducing me to
an interesting mix of writers in the North Bay.”

With her dedication, drive, and high professional standards, Redwood Writers can feel an equal sense of gratitude to
have Deborah Taylor-French among its members.

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Crash Course in Writing a Romance —pawn McClure

Her New Release: Samael Website * Twitter * Facebook
Editor’s note: The title suggests romance writing, but the basics are here for
any genre of fiction. Dawn was originally from Sacramento. Thank you to
Sharon Hamilton for arranging for this excerpt from a recent Dawn McClure blog post.

In the past four years I've read countless articles on writing. I've attended conferences
and panels at both the Romantic Times Convention and the RWA National Conference. I've
bought enough craft books to sink a small rowboat (Make a Scene, Creating Character Emotions,
GMC by Deb Dixon, Writing a Romance Novel for Dummies, Revision & Self-Editing, to name just a
few.) I've interviewed NYT bestselling authors, spoken personally to industry professionals, and blogged myself stupid.

Let me give you a sneak peek to what'’s in this writer’s mind. I’'m putting it all in one paragraph so you can *feel*
the insanity. Make sure you’ve had your coffee, because this is going to be a wild ride.

HIGH CONCEPT, HIGH CONCEPT, HIGH CONCEPT. If you can’t break your story down into a single sentence, you
don’t know your story. RESEARCH. Do too little and you'll regret it. Do too much and you’ll be starting your book
sometime during the next ice age. PLOTTER VS PANTSER (or, as some like to call it, ORGANIC WRITER). Should you
outline? Storyboard? Start typing and hope for the best? Well, whatever you do, always start with an INCITING
INCIDENT, and end each chapter with a CLIFF-HANGER. DO NOT drop back-story into chapter one, for God'’s sake! If
you do that you’re either a newbie who knows NOTHING or Sherrilyn Kenyon —and you, my friend, are no Sherrilyn
Kenyon. HERO. Is he a bad boy? A rake? An alpha? (Are there any other types right now?) HEROINE. Is she quiet?
Strong? Is she kick-ass? (Are there any other types right now?) SETTING. Some say this is just another character. Just
do your homework and make sure it doesn’t talk. WORLD-BUILDING. Make it fresh. Make it original. Good luck with
that. NARRATIVE. Too much can dull your manuscript, unless you’re Christine Feehan. DIALOGUE. Listen to people
talk and do your best to emulate that. Go easy on the Scottish brogue. POINT OF VIEW. Stay in one point of view for
each scene. Only the best can get away with head-hopping. ACTION VS REACTION. Are your characters just reacting to
all the bullcrap that’s happening to them, or are they DOING something about it, which leads to CHARACTER DRIVEN VS
PLOT DRIVEN. Do events drive your story, or are your characters moving the story forward through decisions and
action? There are times the two combine, and that separates the good books from great books. Again, good luck with
that. GMC. What is your character’s goal? What motivates your character? Is there any CONFICT in your novel
whatsoever? INTERNAL VS EXTERNAL CONFLICT? Yes, there are two kinds of conflict. Deal with it. VOICE. What is it
and where do | find it? Hint: could you ever read a paragraph from one of J.R. Ward’s Brotherhood novels and mistake it
for another writer? | think not. DEEP POV. You’re not writing about your character. You ARE your character. Let the
reader see what’s happening through the eyes of your hero and heroine. PACING. 2 slow or 2 fast for 2 long = not good.
ADHESION. What keeps your hero and heroine together throughout the book? FLAWS & QUIRKS. Just because your
heroine is a size two with fair, unblemished skin and long, shiny hair doesn’t mean she’s perfect. That goes for the hero,
too. Give him a quirk or flaw to go with his washboard abs. SEXUAL TENSION. Doesn’t matter if Satan himself is
tracking your hero and heroine by chapter two, they’d better want to hump each other by chapter three. EMOTION.
Visceral emotions. Live them, love them, include them in your book. AVOID CLICHES. I'm trying to think of a cliché to
put here, but I've trained myself so well | can’t come up with one. SEX SCENES. Remember, this isn’t your mother’s
romance novel. (Even though those historical bodice rippers were OFF THE HOOK. Ever read one? And they say our
books are hot. Whaaaat?) SUSPENSE. Romantic suspense isn’t the only genre that needs it. BACKGROUND. Little like
back-story. Don’t bore the reader with the details, but tell us how your hero was tortured and why the heroine is afraid
of bald men on rollerblades. SECONDARY CHARACTERS. Better make sure they add something to the story. Otherwise
readers will be skipping some of your scenes like they do with the Lessers. (I didn’t just say that.) (Yes|did.) BLACK
MOMENT. The climax. The time when the hero and heroine realize they are going to DIE. They are going to LOSE.
There is NO future for them. (Until the next chapter, of course.) RESOLUTION. Time to wrap up everything that
happened up to this point. Hopefully you took some notes while you were writing. HAPPILY EVER AFTER. | luv you! |
luv you, too! | can’t quit you! You’re my destined mate, my one and only, my future and my life, my soul mate. THE
END.

There it is — the condensed version of rules and suggestions that run through my mind every time | sit down to
write. Maybe that’s why most of us wear headphones and rock to our favorite music while we write. —Dawn McClure
