Terri Farley will speak at the August 14" Redwood Writers Meeting
Theme: Writing a Series isn’t Child’s Play

on Sunday, August 14™. The theme of her talk will be Writing a Series Isn't
Child's Play. Farley, the author of the well-known Phantom Stallion novel
series, will speak about writing for teens and middle grades students. The
meeting will be held from 3:00 to 5:00 p.m. at the Flamingo Hotel in the
Empire Room. Please arrive at 2:30 p.m. to sign in and have time to visit
with other writers. A small fee of $5 for members and $8 for non-members
is asked to cover expenses and light refreshments.

Bio:

Terri Farley is a cowgirl at heart. Growing up in Los Angeles,
California didn't keep her from saving her allowance for rides at nearby
stables. After college, Farley taught remedial reading in an inner-city high
school in Los Angeles, where she learned animal stories could touch even
the most shielded hearts.

Terri's PHANTOM STALLION series is set in today's Nevada. WILD
HORSE ISLAND takes place on a fictional Hawaiian island and SEVEN TEARS
INTO THE SEA weaves the north coast of contemporary California with
ancient Celtic legends of the selkie. It was nominated as an ALA (American
Library Association) best book for young adults.

Terri's fact-based fiction is equal parts investigation and imagination and she doesn't mind getting her hands
dirty. She's ridden across the Nevada desert in a Pony Express reenactment, spent ten days in the saddle for a Nevada-
California cattle drive, and job- shadowed paniolos on Hawaii. As an Earthwatch volunteer, she hiked the sand dunes
and swales of an uninhabited island off the coast of North Carolina, studying wild horse behavior. As a Marine Mammal
Institute volunteer, she coaxed an orphaned sea lion to take her first bottle.

Terri has studied wild horses on the Nevada range and acted as a humane observer during BLM helicopter
round-ups. She makes frequent visits to determine the condition of corralled wild horses. In March 2010, she broke the
story that captive mustang foals' births and deaths were not recorded by BLM.

Now a plaintiff in a lawsuit against the Department of the Interior, she's joined in asking a court to order the
Bureau of Land Management to obey the Wild Free Roaming Horse and Burro Act of 1971 and return 1,800 mustangs
from the Calico Mountains (setting for her PHANTOM STALLION series) to their native lands.

A graduate of San José State University, Terri earned a B.A. and Secondary teaching credential in English, and a
Master's degree in Journalism at the University of Nevada, Reno. Her thesis “Cry Havoc!” explores press freedom inside
American-Japanese internment camps.

Terri holds memberships in the National Council of Teachers of English and the International Reading
Association. She loves making author visits in grades K-12, as well as presenting workshops for teachers, writers and
librarians.

Her favorite presentations have been for the Society of Children’s Book Writers and
Illustrators, the Texas Library Association and library visits she makes with real live mustangs.

Member in the Spotlight: Leigh Anne Lindsey

Sci-fi/fantasy writer Leigh Anne Lindsey is also the founder of
SeaStorm Press, an epublishing and emarketing company whose very first
ebook was picked up by a traditional publisher just after its release. As you'll
see from this interview, her success is the result of effort, cooperation, skill,
and much determination.

What led to your smashing success with SeaStorm?

It's due to the great partnership | have with my brother, Jim T. Lindsey, the
author of SeaStorm's first ebook, The Flaw in the Fabric — Book 1 of A
Traveller's Guide for Lost Souls. He had a manuscript ready to go that he'd
worked on for the past six years and had edited by professionals for the past
year.

| had sales and marketing experience from 18 years in the technology
industry in Silicon Valley, as well as social media expertise gained since joining
the California Writers Club in January 2009. | learned how important it is to
have a platform even before you begin writing. Well, I'd been writing a futuristic thriller in the '90s, but in 2002, it all
came to an abrupt stop because of health reasons. It wasn't until 2009 that | was able to get back to writing.

In February of this year all the elements came together, and Jim and | were on the path to creating an indie
publishing entity for me and an e-book for him.

Why an ebook instead of a print book? | knew we had to go the ebook route. It is the future of publishing. I've
always been good at forecasting technology. It's one of those innate things, | suppose.

What was it like building an indie publishing business? Jim allowed me to build my firm, make mistakes, correct
them, and move on. He is always supporting my efforts. Having had several businesses in the past, | knew the required
basics: business name, bank account, websites, etc. Then there were the social media sites to set up or revise. Next, it
was following the online retailer's upload and formatting requirements.

What are you writing now, and will you publish your own work? A futuristic thriller called Deadly Deeds. The
idea came to me one day while hiking on Mt. Tam in Mill Valley where | used to live. Over the years it has kept its
tentacles in me, refusing to let go! And, yes, | will publish my work, as well as the work of several others, through
SeaStorm.

What's next? | will continue my involvement with writers groups like the Redwood Writers, California Writers
Club, book fests, and writers conferences. With SeaStorm, I'll do webcasts, webinars, and SeaCast Radio. I'll be
interviewing authors in my favorite genre: speculative fiction. And, if it's in the cards, I'd like to have writer retreats at
the family ranch and vineyards in Mendocino.

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Editing and Revigion Groups — Are they for you? —mariene cullen
Editing

One way to look at editing is re-visioning. After you have written your first
draft as fully as possible, it's time for re-visioning. You are your own first editor.
Should you hire an editor?

Yes, if you want to publish, especially if self-publishing. You can also have a
trusted friend, or writing partner read your writing.

The editor’s job is to make sure the writing looks good from all angles and to
help shape the manuscript into a polished product that is saleable.

Writers and editors are collaborators. Their work dovetails to form a

finished product that is ready for submitting.
The writing process.

Revision and editing are part of the writing process that goes along with the writing life. As Jean M. Auel, author
of the six-novel series starting with The Clan of the Cave Bear, said: ". .. when I'm working | write and rewrite and then
reread it. Then | edit it and have to reread it. Then it's copyedited and | reread it. | check everything. It's my work, and |
have to stay on top of it." Quote from The Costco Connection, April 2011.

When should you give your manuscript to an editor?

When you have shaped it the best you can. When you send polished work you are saying you are a careful writer
and you respect the editor's time. The editor will treat you as a serious writer.

When you receive comments from the editor, remember he or she has the same goal as you . . . to produce
work that is publishable.

Revision Group Versus Critique Group

| like the idea of calling the writing group a revision group rather than a critique group because that's what is
going on—revising the writing. The idea of a critique group may imply finding fault.

The goal of being in a re-vision group is to share your written work with like-minded writers, who will read your
work with respect and recommendations for development. Ideally, this group should be a safe place to bring your work
for feedback, suggestions for appropriate changes and encouragement.

Should you be in a re-vision group?

Yes, if you want to hear what your peers have to say.

Yes, if you value the comments others will be making.

Yes, if you want your good writing to become great writing.

No, if you will feel the need to defend or argue about what you have written.

Just like editors, group members are offering their time and their opinions. You are free to listen and accept, or
listen and not make any changes. The key is to listen when comments are being made about your writing. Don't be
defensive.

How to be in a group successfully.

When starting a new group, establish the rules. Agree on the details of how to run the group, including a clause
for a graceful exit if it's not a good fit.

When you read someone else’s work and offer comments, use phrases that you would like to hear . .. "thisis a
sticky place for me". . . or "this is a speed bump and slows the reading". . . or "I'm not understanding."

Be sure to also note what works especially well. Highlight what phrases, words or passages you like.

When it's your turn to read your work, you can be proactive. Say what you are looking for. What type of
feedback do you want? Do you want to know how your characters are coming across? Is the dialogue believable?

Hopefully, revision workshop members are reading and commenting to help make the writing better . . . not
evaluating nor critiquing the writer. Keep the focus on the writing. Don’t take the comments as personal judgments.
Ideally, you should have some writing ready to be commented on before joining a group. If you don't, be careful about
writing for the group. Keep your focus sharp about what and why you are writing. You aren't writing to please nor
entertain the revision group.

It’s not necessary to reinvent the wheel. As you proceed, you will learn a lot. | read,
researched, questioned, and listened to the stories of other self- or independent
publishers. | finally jumped in and became my own publishing company, Butterfly Books. Voila! Mrs. Feeny and the
Grubby Garden Gang was born. The journey was not without bumps and challenges—and expense!

My genre and format drove my decision: a 32-page fully-illustrated, children’s color picture book. CreateSpace and
many other subsidy publishers do not/cannot publish this kind of book. Therefore, my choice was to become an indie or
find a small indie publishing house. | opted to become one myself. Following are the steps | took. Do what makes sense
to you, and ignore what you don’t need or have already done.

1. Decide what book you want to publish, and buy a domain name for yourself or your book title’s future website.
Decide who will “host” it. The biggies may be too big. | like to talk to humans and get quick responses to my questions.

2. Choose a name for your publishing company, but do a thorough name search before making it official —you do
not want to be sued by someone who already owns that name. (You can search Google, Baker & Taylor Title Source I,
Writers’ Market, Books in Print, LMP ((Literary Market Place), Bowker, Altavista.com, Thomas.net,
www.sos.ca.gov/business.be/name-availability.htm, to name just a few sources.)

3. Hire an editor. Hire an illustrator. Hire a book designer. (These are typical publisher responsibilities).

4. Apply for a Federal Employer ID # (EIN) for federal tax purposes (for all that income).

5. Apply on-line for a Fictitious Business Name (DBA) through the County Clerk. You must publish your new name
in a legal newspaper.

6. Apply for a Resale # (Seller’s license) through the State Board of Equalization (for reporting all the sales tax you
must collect).

7. Buy a block of 10 ISBN #'s through Bowker. One is $125; ten are $250. Duh.

8. Design and build your website or hire someone to do it. Think about it: author-centric or book-centric? Also,
think about a blog and its hook.

9. Decide who will print your book. | chose Lightning Source, Inc., again because they print my genre (they also
print all of Amazon’s orders; LSI’s parent company, Ingram, ships them). | could have had Mrs. Feeny printed overseas
for much less per copy, but | would have had to order at least 2000 books and waited eight to ten weeks to receive
them. NB: LSI works only with “publishers,” not authors.

Here are some obstacles and issues you might consider.

1. Kids’ picture books or any book with color, illustrations, photos, graphs and charts are more expensive to

produce. Hardcovers are more expensive, too.

2. Be prepared to find out how expensive illustrators or graphic designers are.

3. How fast do you want to receive your personal inventory and how many do you want to store? Do you have

the $5? Do you have a dry, warm space for storage?

4. Are you organized enough to even consider doing the paperwork related to taxes, inventory, accounting,

mileage, expenses, etc.

5. Do you want to sell from your website, do the mailing, collect the money by check, set up a PayPal account?

The bottom line is that you still need to research, including info on revenue splits and other expenses, regardless
of what method you choose to publish. Know this: it won’t be cheap and you probably won’t make much money. But oh,
the thrill and gratification of seeing that book published and printed, on bookshelves, and in people’s hands! Ask
yourself what it is worth.
