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 Redwood Writers Meeting September 11th  
Joan Price will be the guest speaker for the Redwood Writers meeting on Sunday, September 
11th at the Flamingo Hotel in Santa Rosa. The topic for her talk will be “What I Learned about 
Book Publicity after Wasting $1000 of My Publisher’s Money.” The meeting will be held from 
3:00 to 5:00 p.m. at the Flamingo Hotel in the Empire Room. Please arrive at 2:30 p.m. to sign 
in and have time to visit with other writers. A small fee of $5 for members and $8 for non-
members is asked to cover expenses and light refreshments. 
  

When Seal Press published Joan Price’s book, Better Than I Ever Expected: Straight Talk about Sex After Sixty, the 
small publisher could allot only $1,000 for a publicity budget. At Joan’s request, they used it to send her to three cities 
where she had been invited to speak. Wrong move, Joan discovered. Since then, Joan has learned how to use the 
Internet to publicize her book and to position herself as an expert in her field. Five years after that book’s publication, 
she has kept both the book and her role alive and lively. “I'm convinced that book publicity and self-promotion in this 
new world has to be targeted at the Internet first,” she says. “That’s the fastest, easiest, and most efficient and far-
reaching way to get in front of readers, and it doesn’t cost a thing--except, of course, time.” Joan shares her tips for 
using the Internet wisely and productively for your own book publicity and author promotion.   

Author and speaker Joan Price calls herself an “advocate for ageless sexuality.” She has been called other things 
by the media: “senior sexpert,” “the beautiful face of senior sex,” and—her favorite—“wrinkly sex kitten.” At age sixty-
one, Joan wrote Better Than I Ever Expected: Straight Talk about Sex After Sixty (Seal Press, 2006) to celebrate the 
delights of older-life sexuality—especially her spicy love affair with artist Robert Rice, who became her husband. She 
followed that book up five years later with Naked at Our Age: Talking Out Loud about Senior Sex after hundreds of 
readers sent her questions about improving their own senior sex lives. 
               Formerly a high school English teacher, Joan is also a fitness professional who believes that exercise should be a 
treat, not a treatment. She has written several books about health and fitness, including The Anytime, Anywhere Exercise 
Book: 300+ Quick and Easy Exercises You Can Do Whenever You Want. Joan teaches popular contemporary line dance 
classes (which she calls “the most fun you can have with both feet on the floor”) in Sebastopol and Santa Rosa, 
California.

CWC Picnic 
—Juanita J. Martin 

A cool, foggy morning turned into a mild, sunny day of picnic fun for 
members of the California Writers Club (CWC). On July 30, 2011, in beautiful 
Joaquin Miller Park, located in the Oakland Hills, the second annual CWC 
picnic was held, led by CWC President Bob Garfinkle.  

Several CWC branches attended the picnic. The Writers of Kern 
branch members, located in Bakersfield, CA, traveled the farthest. Redwood 
branch members included President Linda Reid, Vice-President Jeane Slone, 
Treasurer Julie Winrich, Historian Juanita J. Martin and members Leigh Anne 
Lindsay and Kate Farrell.  

Redwood branch members arrived early, hiked and took pictures of 
historical sites such as “The Abbey” built by Joaquin Miller in 1889, The 
Funeral Pyre and the Woodminster Amphitheater. As you enter the park, 
“The Abbey” is on your left. Just atop the first hill to the left, Joaquin Miller is 
seated upon his horse, etched in stone. The beginning of the picnic area is 
framed with waterfalls and several hundred steps. Just off Joaquin Miller 
Road, past the picnic area and above The Grove, is the Funeral Pyre. The 
Woodminster Amphitheater is beyond the waterfalls tucked away by a host of trees and rocks on a hill.  

California Writers Club members met at the Fire Circle, complete with wooden picnic tables, in traditional 
fashion, similar to the meetings that Jack London, Joaquin Miller, Ina Coolbrith and others held in the early 1900s. It was 
in that same area that the original California Writers Club (CWC) was founded by Jack London and his writer friends in 
1909. (California Writers Club is the oldest professional writers club west of the Mississippi.) 

CWC provided a scrumptious meal along with contributions from Sacramento, Mount Diablo, South Bay, 
Berkeley, Tri-Valley and Redwood branches. Oakland Mayor Jean Quan spoke briefly about park amenities, upkeep and 
restoration projects, sites to see, and the sad news of Jack London State Historic Park in Glen Ellen, CA: It is slated to 
close by 2012. 

Rounding out the day was an impromptu reading of works by members of various branches. The reading was 
hosted by Jeane Slone, Redwood Writers Vice-President, who read an excerpt from her historical novel She Built Ships

On Aug 14 at the general meeting Linda 
McCabe received the California Writers Club Jack 
London Award for outstanding service to 
Redwood branch.  

A CWC member for over 20 years, 
McCabe served as Redwood Writers President in 
2005-2007. Kate Farrell and President of 
CWC, Robert Garfinkle, presented the award 
during the meeting. This award is given every 
other year: each branch can nominate a 
deserving member to the CWC Central Board 
who formally presents it. The 2009 JLA recipient 
was Karen Batchelor; all other past recipients are listed on the Redwood branch website. 

It was noted by Farrell that in addition to being a past president, Linda McCabe has served in multiple 
roles on the board for Redwood Writers including vice president, treasurer, and membership chair. She is 
currently the speaker coordinator for Redwood Writers, a position she has previously held. 

McCabe has always had a keen sense of history and extended her sensibility to Redwood branch. In 
2005, when she assumed the role of branch President, she was quick to notice that the 25th anniversary of 
Redwood Writers in 2000 had passed without any celebration or fanfare. Rather than bemoan that benign 
neglect, McCabe planned an elaborate 30th anniversary celebration in Glen Ellen at the Wolf House Restaurant 
and invited all the RW past presidents able to attend. A fine point of history did not escape McCabe: the 
restaurant was in a building that included the Jack London Saloon dating back to 1905, a place where Jack 
London himself must have imbibed his favorite whiskey.  

Under McCabe’s leadership, the board initiated a Youth Writing Contest in Spring 2006, as well as their 
first annual branch anthology, Vintage Voices. McCabe enlisted the services of a new webmaster and 
newsletter editor, Catherine Keegan, who updated the website, the newsletter, which was then sent 
electronically, and created listservs of members and interested writers. Redwood branch slowly began to 
enter the 21st century, but with an eye to its past. 

A second Youth Writing Contest, Call of the Wild, was held in spring 2007, and received triple the 
entries of the previous year. The 2006 anthology was such a popular draw for members and other writers that 
Redwood branch published a second in 2007, Vintage Voices: a Toast to Life. 

The monthly meetings in the Arts Gallery were attracting quite large crowds by spring 2007, and the 
club outgrew the space. Standing room only meetings were: Youth Writing Contest award ceremony, Joan 
Price, author of Better than I Ever Expected: Straight Talk about Sex after Sixty, and Iranian authors, Ari Siletz 
and Shahrnoush Parsipour. After her two-year term as president, McCabe had restored Redwood to a branch 
with a past and a future. 

Linda C. McCabe received her master’s degree as an historian of science from Sonoma State University 
and loves to travel. To aid in the research of the writing of her epic historic fantasy set in the time of 
Charlemagne, she spent months in France scouring museums in Paris and trekking through medieval hilltop 
villages in the Midi-Pyrenees. Her first novel, Quest of the Warrior Maid is now published by Destrier Books.  
She has had opinion/editorials published in the Santa Rosa Press Democrat, the Los Angeles Times and essays 
published in several of the Redwood Writers' Vintage Voices anthologies as well as the Centennial Edition of 
the California Writers Club Anthology West Winds. More of her writing can be found on her literary blog 
(lcmccabe.blogspot.com ) where she posts about writing, travel, medievalism and whatever strikes her 
interest.

Juanita J. Martin: Outstanding Volunteer and Board Member 
Already known as Sonoma County Library poetry slam champion, 

Juanita J. Martin joined Redwood branch in 2007 and jumped right into the 
action. She immediately became a member of the board as CWC 
Representative at the request of outgoing president, Linda C. McCabe, to 
serve on the statewide Central Board. Juanita was also one of the authors in 
the first Cotati Conversations, an author’s roundtable.  She hosted the 
launch for the second anthology, Vintage Voices: A Toast to Life, at North 
Light Books in Cotati, CA. 
  In 2008, Juanita enthusiastically took on more leadership roles, such 
as the first poetry workshop leader, along with notable poets laureate, Geri 
Digiorno and Armando Davila. By 2009, she had accepted the office of 
Historian by then President Karen Batchelor. In 2010, Martin chaired the 35th 
anniversary celebration of Redwood Writers, recalling branch history and 
honoring its founders. 
 Martin also worked in communities of Sonoma County, hosting her own poetry venue at Barking Dog Roasters, 
as well as Petaluma’s Poetry of Remembrance Chair and host and Sonoma County Book Festival Teen Slam Chair and 
Host. In 2010, under the leadership of President Linda Reid, she joined the newsletter staff as Acquisitions Editor. Juanita 
contributed several articles as well as poems of her own. She revived Poetry Place, a regular feature in the newsletter, 
the Redwood Writer.  In addition to her many roles in Redwood branch and her service on the board, Juanita J. Martin 
became the first Poet Laureate, for the city of Fairfield, California, in 2010. 
  Juanita created the Redwood Writers membership brochure. It was first used at the 2010 Redwood Writers 
Conference and Sonoma County Book Festival. In 2011, she chaired Redwood Writers poetry workshop and Author 
Launch.  

In July 2011, Juanita stepped down from the board after four years of service. In those few years, Martin chaired 
twelve events and served on teams such as  Registration, Book Festival and Anthology Review Team, among others. 
 Since her first month of membership, Martin was always ready to take on new jobs and responsibilities. With 
dedication and quiet authority, she led the way to both honor and celebrate the past, present and future of Redwood 
branch.   
 On July 30, 2011, my friend, Juanita, led a merry group of six Redwood branch members to the annual CWC 
picnic at Joaquin Miller Park in the Oakland hills. Without her enthusiastic leadership we may not have made the trek. 
She gave careful thought to how we should best spend our time, making sure we arrived early enough to hike among 
the historic sites, all part of our shared CWC legacy. Juanita lent her poet’s voice to the literary readings of CWC 
members among the redwoods. She contributed her graphic arts talent in creating a beautiful, full-color postcard 
invitation that she gave to all CWC members there, promoting the upcoming Sonoma County Book Festival, Redwood 
Writers and Readers Village and the new Vintage Voices anthology. Juanita was right: she had planned a perfect day for 
us. Thank you, Juanita, for doing “just the right thing” so many times in your years of service to Redwood branch with 
style and courage.

 First let me thank the many of you who have phoned, sent cards/e-mail, and 
offered to do tasks for me—trips to the hospital or the grocery store. Many thanks, 
one and all. 
 The latest news: I completed almost six months of chemotherapy and have 
been recovering ever since. I have neuropathy (loss of feeling/nerve damage) in my 
hands and feet. This is a byproduct of chemotherapy. On August 22, I will have 
another biopsy of a tumor on the liver. I am expecting the test will show only dead 
cancer cells.   
 This disease did not come on suddenly, I know now. Cancer brings with it pain 

and fear. And many lessons to be learned. Here are a few: 
1. I have wonderful friends and I appreciate them even more now. 
2.  A positive attitude is extremely valuable in everything we do. My surgeon says the survival rate of patients with 

a positive outlook (I am getting better. I am recovering) is sixty percent higher than patients who are negative 
(Why does this always happen to me? Oh, I’m going to die!). Look for daisies growing in the dung heap. (Hint: 
This is also true for writing!) 

3.  Focus on today. I’ve known the importance of this but had little success doing it. When I was very ill and 
couldn’t get out of bed, I didn’t think about what I needed to do tomorrow. Now I worry less about what I can’t 
or don’t have time to do.  

4. Spend time doing what you want to. Visit friends, walk, read and write. 
        I don’t know when I will be able to attend some of the functions sponsored by Redwood Writers, but I think of

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Member in the Spotlight: Sunny Lockwood  
—Interview by Leigh Anne Lindsey 

Q: Your collection of short stories, Shades of Love: Stories from the Heart, was 
published in June by Smashwords and posted on Scribd in July. Within two weeks 250 people 
asked for free copies, and within a month you had over 10,000 Scribd readers. Impressive! 
What’s the impetus behind Shades of Love and why did you go the ebook route? 

A:  I was discouraged after two fruitless years of trying to find an agent or publisher for 
two manuscripts of mine, and getting nothing but encouraging rejections. Then at a writers’ 
conference last May, I took a workshop on e-publishing and I got excited.  

I thought publishing an ebook would cheer up my writer’s soul. So I pulled six short love stories from my files, 
worked with a designer and a formatter, had Karen Batchelor (Redwood Writers’ former president) edit it, and published 
it on Smashwords.  

I’m not very technologically savvy. I’m actually so technologically challenged that I’ve taken the online name of 
“Luddite” for my identity at Scribd. But I’m learning and I think Shades of Love is beautiful. I’m very happy with my first 
collection of fiction. And I’m charging only $1.99 for it. 

Q: How are the sales and reviews going, and what are you doing to promote it?   
A: I’ve had literally thousands of people read the free pages I’m offering, and I’ve sold a few copies of Shades of 

Love on Scribd, Smashwords, and Amazon.com. What has really blown me away is the amazing 
reviews from readers. If reviews help sell books, I’ll be seeing more sales. I accomplished what I 
wanted…to get my work out where people can read and enjoy it. 

Q:  You’ve had quite a writing career, Sunny. Your articles have been published in 
magazines as well known as Ms and Good Housekeeping and as specialized as Student Lawyer 
and the Chronicle of Higher Education. Tell us more about your background. 

A:  I’ve been a newspaper editor (Los Altos Town Crier), a magazine editor 
(BusinessWoman Magazine, which served Santa Clara County in the 1980s), a daily newspaper 
reporter (The Union Democrat, based in Sonora, Calif.) and worked in the communications 
departments at Santa Clara University and UC Berkeley. Now I’m semi-retired, although I write a 

weekly column for the Union Democrat. Most of my spare time is spent writing. Check out: 
www.scribd.com/luddite  and you can see a score of articles and stories as well as Shades of Love. 

Q: What else are you working on at the moment, and where would you like to go from here?  
A: I’m still polishing and pitching my two book manuscripts. Maybe my online presence will lead to something

Whether you are a first timer or an experienced book festival exhibitor, we have some tips to make your day at the Sonoma County 
Book Festival well organized, comfortable and rewarding! 
1. Set realistic expectations. Exhibitors with more than one product generally sell more than those with just one book. 
Authors can benefit from more than just sales: meet and learn from other exhibitors, hand out your business card and flyers. You 
may make connections that will further your career or lead to future sales. 
2. Select the right equipment for an attractive and functional booth. We offer rental tents, chairs, tables and tablecloths. If 
you are not bringing your own tent, we strongly recommend renting a tent, as afternoon temperatures can soar. Plan how your 
space will look and list what you need to bring... books, signs, informational fliers, banner, vase of flowers, other decorations. 
Attractive space attracts festival goers. 
3. Make your booth appear spacious and uncrowded. Don't put too many products on one table; don't have too many people 
sitting at your booth—that can be intimidating for people walking by. If you have four authors, station only two at a time behind the 
table. Let others walk around or stand alongside. 
4. Be prepared for variations in weather. Mornings are often chilly with fog; afternoons can reach 90 degrees or even higher. 
Bring a jacket, hat, water and any other clothing or items that can aid your comfort. 
5. Be an active exhibitor. Don't just sit behind your table and text on your phone or talk to your partner. Engage people who 
walk by. Make eye contact. Smile. Say "hello" or "lovely day today"...anything to show your interest in them and invite them to stop 
by your table. 
6. Spread the word in advance. Let clients, friends, family and other contacts know that you are exhibiting at the Book 
Festival. Tell them your booth location and ask them to spread the word. Announce your participation on your website, through 
Facebook, or with postcards. 
7. Offer Festival attendees a good deal. Put a sale price on your products...a Book Festival discount for people who buy that 
day, and make sure potential customers see it! 
8. Show me the money. Decide whether you'll accept credit cards or checks. Bring a receipt book and cash drawer. If you are 
sharing a table with other authors, decide in advance if you will sell each other's books. 
9. Build your contact lists. Provide a signup sheet for email or mailing addresses. Offer a small giveaway item for people who 
give you permission to contact them. Contact information can be useful for your future marketing efforts. 
10.   Arrive between 8 a.m. and 8:30 a.m. to set up. This schedule should give you enough time to walk around and see what 
else is going on, observe how other exhibitors use their space, and locate the nearest bathroom, information booth and other 
important features.
